It has featured in two major films, "Tristan and Isolde' (with Richard Burton) and 'Excalibur’,
which features early screen appearances from Patrick Stewart, Liam Neeson, and Gabriel Byrne.

Only a short walk from the castle is the

Swiss cottage located in a walled park of
some 800 acres at the heart of the Butler of
Cahir estate. A delightful "cottage orné" built
in the early 1800s by Richard Butler, 1st

Earl of Glengall to a design by the famous

Regency architect John Nash. Its interior
contains a graceful spiral staircase and
some elegantly decorated rooms. A fully

The Vee Gap in the Knockmealdown Mountains is a spectacular scenic route connecting picturesque

West Waterford with South Tipperary over the
Knockmealdown Mountains, it offers panoramic
views, rocky paths and rugged mountain scenery
to sightseeers. Local tradition holds that the Vee
road with its dramatic hairpin bend was
constructed as a famine relief work scheme 1846-
7. The old stone hut near the Gap provided shade
for sweating horses after the steep ascent while

their owners alighted to take the air at Bay Lough.
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The historic town of Lismore County Waterford is
situated at the end of the Vee drive wher e wedl |
make a short stop to admire its magnificent castle
before moving on to the coastal village of
Ardmore, County Waterford.

Ardmore (Irish: Aird Mhor, meaning "Great Height") is a fishing
village in County Waterford, Ireland, not far from Youghal on the
south coast of Ireland. Ardmore is believed to have been the first
Christian settlement in Ireland. St. Declan established an abbey here
in the 4th or 5th century. Currently, a unique and well-preserved
round tower and Cathedral remains. Ardmore is situated on a cliff on

the south coast of Ireland and offers beautiful views.

After enjoying allthat Ar d mor e h as ttaeel southfdavn alongetiielcdast a short distance further
to historic maritime town of Cobh (pronounced KoHv, Irish: an Cobh). The Heritage Town of Cobh is
located on Great Island, which is in a prominent position at the heart of Cork Harbour. The town has a

proud maritime heritage. Cobh was the main embarkation point for the millions of Irish who left these

shores in the Nineteenth and Twentieth Centuries in
search of a better life. Cobh was the final stop off for the
doomed Titanic on its fatal voyage; 123 passengers
boarded the ship in Cobh. Cobh is also the final resting
place of many of the victims of the Lusitania sinking in
1915. Here we will visit the Cobh heritage centre and
embark on a voyage discovery concerning lIrelands

great history of emigration and Cobhs great maritime

history and historical attachment to the Titanic and

Lusitania.
